Our education goals include training contestants in safety and skills in rodeo. The rodeo itself 
is a demonstration of sportsmanship that challenges and educates the public to change old 
stereotypes that limit contestants from competing in certain events. Here, women and drag queens 
can ride bulls and broncs. Additionally, we provide entry level amateur events for brand new people 
to compete in. Our rodeo has had the highest percentages of women as contestants on the IGRA 
circuit. We are approaching close to our goal of a 50 / 50 ratio of cowboy and cowgirl contestants.  

During NMGRAÕs 22 years as a nonprofit group, weÕve donated our proceeds to various and 
diverse charities including New Mexico Aids Services, New Mexico Breast Cancer Coalition, 
Emmanuel MCC Food Bank, the Stanford House, Domestic Violence Legal Hotline, Tierra del Sol, 
UNM Parent Fund, WalkinÕNÕCircles Horse Rescue and Youth in Transition. We appreciate any 
support you can help us with to provide a fun and educational event that gives back to the 
community.
